EVENT. Closing of Event: 5pm

Scrutineering officers will come to your car at you r pit location, there will be no use of
the scrutineering bay at the event. All vehicles mu st be scrutineered before entering the
circuit. All vehicles presented for scrutineering m ust be in a clean and tidy condition and
meet listed requirements;

» Cars must not have loose items in the car at all

» Cars must no have Oil/Liquid leaks

» Cars must be in safe condition to race in

» Cars spare tyre and jack must be removed

e Cars must have a rear view mirror

e Cars must not have bold tyres or expired rubber

* Cars indicators and windscreen wipers must work

. Vk\]/_e encourage people to have a Fire Extinguisher but it is not compulsory item for

this event.

» Once requirements are meet you will received an app  roved sticker which must be
worn on the front windshield for the whole event

» Failure to reach these requirements will result in your car missing out on track action.
Practise Sessions will consist of (1 warm up lap + 3 familiarisation laps + 1 cool down lap).

Sprint Sessions will be 12mins long starting from w hen the last person leaves the pits.

There will not be a break for lunch. There is enoug  h time between sessions that you can
go to get lunch while other groups are on the track . This will allow everyone to get as
many laps as we can fit in the day, you don’t have to join every session if you want to
take a break or stop for lunch.

Safety

All drivers will be required to wear suitable non-f lammable clothing covering all limbs,
closed shoes.

Helmet complying with the Australian Standard (AS 1 698 etc) and a seat belt or
safety harness.

Passenger in vehicles must also meet to the clothin g requirements to be let out onto
the track.

Drivers of all open roof cars must wear eye protect ion to AS 1609-1981.

A speed limit of 10kmh will apply in the pits, padd ock and spectator areas.

Inappropriate behaviour or instances of any of the above may result in exclusion
from the event and the Stewards may take further ac  tion.

Noise

All vehicles must be fitted with an effective muffl er which diminishes the sound of the
engine exhaust. The muffler must be constructed tha  t the maximum vehicle emitted does
not exceed 95dB (A) measured at a point 30 metres f  rom the track edge by approved
measuring equipment.

Alcohol

The consumption of alcohol liquor in the pits or pa ddock is forbidden. Any Entrant
judged by the Event Director to be affected by alco  hol shall be excluded forthwith from
the event and incur such penalties as deemed approp  riate by the organising committee.

Classes of vehicles

The events run over the course of the day will be d ivided into classes for fairer
competition between vehicles.

Classes and details of vehicle eligibility are as f  ollows:

All cars will be checked to see if they are eligibl e in a class on the day. Cars will need

to comply with classes in the spirit of motorsport for the enjoyment of the day. Cars

will be re- classified and placed in the appropriat e class at the discretion of the Clerk of
Course if deemed necessatry.

In any case, the organizers may move cars to a more  appropriate class depending on lap
times to provide for a close competition.

Passengers (allowed under certain conditions)

Passengers must complete a Passenger Indemnity form prior to entering the circuit.
Passengers must wear flame retardant material cloth  ing covering from neck to the wrist
to ankles. Passengers must wear closed shoes as wel | as a helmet complying with the
Australian Standard (AS 1698 etc). A safety belt mu st be fitted in the vehicle for use by the
passenger. Minimum age for passengers is 16 years o0 Id and then they may only ride in a
vehicle with the signed approval of a parent or leg al guardian.

Vehicles are permitted to travel at 80% of the vehi  cle or drivers capacity.

On The Run Motorsports Track Day Rules — Please REA D carefully...
(Offenders will be asked to leave on the spot witho ut refund. You will not be invited back)
* No Reckless or dangerous driving (burn outs, donuts etc)
* Spectator’s car must be parked outside the pit area . It cannot enter the pit lane
or track area
» We start from the pit lane TWO car at atime with 5  Seconds intervals
+ STRICTLY NO tail-gating. The following drive must m aintain more than 1 car
lengths (4- 5m) bumper to bumper at any time unless overtaking.
* In case that you catch up with the driver ahead, yo  u must maintain safe distance
behind the car ahead and wait for a signal to overt ake via indicators.

* Use your horn to let the driver in front be aware o f your position, as most drivers
will be too busy concentrating and not aware of ano ther car behind them.

» Overtaking is only allowed on the straights after t he driver ahead has signalled
with indicators. One car at a time. The driver bein g overtaken must back off and
allow the overtaking to occur before next corner.

* If you spin out on the track. Look around and wait till is safe to merge back in.
Remember that other car on the track is travelling at high speed and might not
stop in time if you cut their way.

* Use your rear vision Mirrors. Be aware of where you are and who is around you
on the track.

* Obey the Flag marshals!

* No speeding in pit entry lane (40km/h)

» Cars must meet scrutineering requirements to enter track.

Flags

Yellow Flag

Danger ahead: someone has minor accident, oil leaks , debris. Slow down to 40km/h until
we clear the track. Do not overtake.

Red Flag Bad
accident/Race Stopped

Slow right down and get back to the pit lane or oth er place of safety advised at thee
drivers briefing.

Stop immediately at the side of the track if signal led to do so by the
Marshall Wait for further instructions

Blue Flag

You are being approached by a faster car. Allow it to overtake when it is safe for you.
This flag will be shown to individual drivers.

Green Flag
Circuit clear/start racing. This flag will be shown after Yellow or Red flag.

Black Flag

You must return to the pits immediately. Complete t he lap you are on and return to the
pits. Indicate as you approach the pit entrance.

Chequered Flag

This signals the end of the session. Complete the |  ap you are on and return to the
pits. Indicate as you approach the pit entrance.
